Pre-reading activities:

Pre-reading activities play an important role in a lesson.
Every reading lesson should start with activities to activate background knowledge
and a series of activities to prepare students for the reading.

Pre-reading activities help students prepare for the reading activity by activating the
relevant schemata, and motivating them to read.

Pre-reading activities can also help learners anticipate the topic, vocabulary and
possibly important grammar structures in the texts.

- Introducing students into topic of clean energy (video-materials about solar, wind
and hydro energy)

Reading a story should be organized in an interesting environment (e.g. in
the class (non formal arrangement of the chairs and desks)).

They present the results of research on the
blackboard in the form of small colorful cards with ideas. To make the lesson more
attractive the teacher should prepare some thematic signs, photos, illustrations
onthe blackboard.

(Additional design workshops can be held for this study.)

During the work classes can use easily accessible materials: cardboards, paper, glue,
plasticine and the others.

Instead of creating own models from scratches the classes can use also popular
didactic aids, similar or like presented below:
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During the work the teacher is starting a
discussion about what elements could
we use in our place of leaving to make our
surroundings more eco-friendly.

Instead of a solar model, a wind rose can
be made in the classroom using waste
materials. Wind roses can be brought
together on a platform to form a wind
farm. The wind farm can be converted into
living space using recycling materials.
